Scientific Discoveries in Science Research Project
For this project you are going to research a significant discovery made in any of the sciences.  You can choose any discovery that is in the Physics Applications curriculum.  Your topic must be preapproved by me to make sure it is in alignment with our curriculum.  You will then research the questions below and create a PowerPoint Presentation to present your results to the class.  You will have two in-class days to work on the project.

Presentation Requirements:
-Must include a resources slide that includes all of the websites/books where you got any information or pictures

-Every slide should have a picture

-All font sizes and colors should be easily read by the audience

-Each of the research questions should have at least 1 slide in the presentation (Minimum 8 slides + title slide + resources slide)
-Use of good presentation skills such as eye contact are expected

-Paragraphs of information on a PowerPoint are not acceptable – Do NOT copy & paste information from websites!!!  You should summarize information in your own words.
Research Questions:  This is the minimum information you need to include in your presentation.  The more information and details you have, the better your grade will be.  Feel free to add your own research questions too.
-What is the Significant Discovery?  
-Find the topic in your textbook or another book – summarize what the book says.  (It must be a book.)
-Who discovered it?  Write a brief biography of the main person making this discover, birthdate, deathdate, where, education, personal life, etc.

-When did they make this discovery and how did they make this discovery?  Did anyone else help or add to the discovery?
-What else did this person discover or do in their lifetime?

-What beliefs and misconceptions about this phenomenon did people have before the discovery?

-How has this discovery been useful in people’s everyday lives?

-What implications has this discovery had in the field of science?  What else has been discovered because of this discovery?
